Devankurichi is one of the important heritage village of Madurai district which
is located in the west of T.Kallupatti and 45 Kms away from Madurai city. As
per the 1976-77-year archeological research, Devankurichi village and its
hillocks are six thousand years old heritage place. Jainism also prevailed here
after the sangam period. There is a Sivan temple built by pandias and
renovated by Nayyakkar is very famous here. Maaravarman Sundara pandian
period (AD 1216- 1238) inscriptions and memorial stone in the memory of
warrior died by fighting with tiger are here.
